SECOND LANGUAGE EDUCATION LESSON PLAN

Date: March, 13 2012                
Subject: Beginning Spanish    

Grade Level: Novice low to Novice intermediate     

OBJECTIVE(S): Students will be able to read advertisements for apartments in Guadalajara, Mexico and pick out the best deals
STANDARD(S)/GOAL(S) USED: 1.2, 2.2, 4.2, 
 COMMUNICATION:    

INTERPERSONAL:  
     
INTERPRETIVE:  Students will have to read and interpret information found in Mexican advertisements for apartments.
     
PRESENTATIONAL:  
 CULTURES:  Students will become familiar with advertisements for apartments in Mexico (product) and the kinds of information that the culture feels is necessary to include in these types of advertisements (perspective).    

CONNECTIONS:      
COMPARISONS: Students will compare what they know about advertisements for apartments in the United States with the advertisements from Mexico.  

COMMUNITIES:      
SET(SCHEMA): In order to set the schema, I will show images of apartments and advertisements for apartments on a PowerPoint presentation.  While I show these images, I will discuss with the students their past experiences in renting and shopping for apartments. 
PREREQUISITE SKILLS: None
MATERIALS: Overhead projector for PowerPoint presentation, handouts for student assessment, ELMO (if available) for completion of example activity. 
APPROACH: Bottom-up: vocabulary input will be given before students are asked to read the advertisement. 
PROCEDURES (GUIDED AND INDEPENDENT PRACTICE): First, I will set the schema by showing pictures of apartments and advertisements for apartments.  As I am showing these images, I will discuss with students their past experiences with renting and shopping for apartments.  In the target language, I will provide vocabulary input necessary to understand the coming readings. Next, I will show an advertisement for an apartment in Guadalajara, and I will read through this advertisement with the class, pointing out how to locate information about price, bedrooms, bathrooms, and whether or not it is furnished, has an equipped kitchen, a pool, and internet service. Using this same example, I will fill out an example assessment with the students.  Finally, I will give the directions for the assessment and pass out the assessment handouts. The students will read the advertisements, fill out brief checklists to record what is included with the apartment, and select which apartment they believe is the best deal. 
ASSESSMENT (CLOSURE): Students will read three advertisements for apartments and record the price, number of bedrooms, and number of bathrooms.  The students will also complete a brief checklist for each apartment to show whether or not the apartment is furnished, has a fully equipped kitchen, a pool, or internet.  Finally the students will select which apartment they feel is the best deal.
